We have been informed about roadworks over the weekend 7/8 June that will affect the normal route to the museum.


Cheshire East will be closing the section of Middlewood Road, from Park Lane to Anson Road, on Saturday 7th... and Sunday 8th June, to carry out essential drainage root cutting work.
